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First Scripture Readings 

John 13:14, 21-27 Responsive  

14 Now that I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also should wash one another’s feet.  

21 After he had said this, Jesus was troubled in spirit and testified, “Very truly I tell you, one of you is 

going to betray me.” 

22 His disciples stared at one another, at a loss to know which of them he meant. 23 One of them, the 

disciple whom Jesus loved, was reclining next to him. 24 Simon Peter motioned to this disciple and said, 

“Ask him which one he means.” 

25 Leaning back against Jesus, he asked him, “Lord, who is it?” 

26 Jesus answered, “It is the one to whom I will give this piece of bread when I have dipped it in the 

dish.” Then, dipping the piece of bread, he gave it to Judas, the son of Simon Iscariot. 27 As soon as Judas 

took the bread, Satan entered into him. 

So Jesus told him, “What you are about to do, do quickly.” 

  

Romans 13:8-14 Responsive 

8 Let no debt remain outstanding, except the continuing debt to love one another, for whoever loves 

others has fulfilled the law. 

 9 The commandments, “You shall not commit adultery,” “You shall not murder,” “You shall not steal,” 

“You shall not covet,” and whatever other command there may be, are summed up  in this one 

command: “Love your neighbor as yourself.”  

10 Love does no harm to a neighbor. Therefore love is the fulfillment of the law.  

11 And do this, understanding the present time: The hour has already come for you to wake up from 

your slumber, because our salvation is nearer now than when we first believed.  

12 The night is nearly over; the day is almost here. So let us put aside the deeds of darkness and put on 

the armor of light.  

13 Let us behave decently, as in the daytime, not in carousing and drunkenness,  not in sexual immorality 

and debauchery, not in dissension and jealousy.  

14 Rather, clothe yourselves with the Lord Jesus Christ, and do not think about how to gratify the desires 

of the flesh.

Second Scripture Readings 

Galatians 5:16-26 Responsive 

  
16 So I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the flesh. 17 For the flesh desires what 

is contrary to the Spirit, and the Spirit what is contrary to the flesh. They are in conflict with each other, 

so that you are not to do whatever you want.  

18 But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the law. 

19 The acts of the flesh are obvious: sexual immorality, impurity and debauchery; 20 idolatry and 

witchcraft; hatred, discord, jealousy, fits of rage, selfish ambition, dissensions, factions 21 and envy; 

drunkenness, orgies, and the like.  

I warn you, as I did before, that those who live like this will not inherit the kingdom of God. 

22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, forbearance, kindness, goodness, 

faithfulness, 23 gentleness and self-control. Against such things there is no law.  

24 Those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires 25 Since we live 

by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the Spirit. 26 Let us not become conceited, provoking and envying 

each other 
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 Luke 22:1-6 Responsive  

1 Now the Festival of Unleavened Bread, called the Passover, was approaching, 2 and the chief priests and 

the teachers of the law were looking for some way to get rid of Jesus, for they were afraid of the people. 

 3 Then Satan entered Judas, called Iscariot, one of the Twelve. 4 And Judas went to the chief priests 

and the officers of the temple guard and discussed with them how he might betray Jesus. 

 5 They were delighted and agreed to give him money. 6 He consented, and watched for an opportunity to 

hand Jesus over to them when no crowd was present.
